When do you know if your Meter is running out:

When the Meter reaches approximately the last 20 Units, it will continuously “Beep” and should you not Top it up via the 20 Digit code, it will simply switch off your power supply.

Meter Limits:

All meters are pre-programmed and will automatically switch off when reaching an overload of 30 Amps. You must then reduce your load and the Meter will again switch on automatically.
How to save electricity:

· Install energy saving lamps.

· Switch off Geysers or Install a timer.

· Switch off None essential appliances when you are not here, such as the favourite beer fridge.

· Fit a timer to your beer fridge so that it will switch on: Friday 10h00 and Off: Sunday 17h00?? This can be bypassed when you stay longer.

· Install day/night control switches for outside lights.

· Use a load shedding relay between your Geyser and Stove, this will reduce your load and avoid nuisance tripping.
